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THE ORGANIZATION AND ITS MEMBERS.

The organization of”the department, as will be seen by referring
to the ordinance, is as follows : — ;

Each engine company in City Proper, East and Seuth Boston, and
Dorchester District, has an engineman, fireman and driyer (who
are permanently employed), and eight hosemen, who do duty only
at fires ; one of the last number is designated as foreman of the
hose, —Engine Companies Nos. 12, 13 and 14, located in the
‘ Roxbury District.”. Those companies are composed of an en-
gineman, fireman, and two drivers,— one to drive the'engine and
the other the hose carriage,— who are permanently émployed; and
eight hosemen who do duty only at fires. The hose carriages in
this district are drawn to fires separate from the engines, instead
of being attached as in the other portions of, the city.

Each, hose company has a driver (who is permanently em-
ployed) and eight hosemen, who do duty only at fires, and one of
this number is designated as foreman of the hose.

Hook and Ladder Company No. 1 has a driver, foreman, assist-
ant foreman, four axemen, four rakemen, and thirteen members.

No. 2 has a driver, foreman, assistant foreman, four axemen,
four rakemen, and nine members.

No. 3 consists of a driver, foreman, assistant foreman, four axe-
men, four rakemen, and thirteen members.

No. 4 consists of a driver, foreman, assistant foreman, four axe-
men, four rakemen, and nine members.

No. 5 has a driver, foreman, assistant foreman, four axemen,

four ral , and nine bers.
No. 6 has a dri‘er, foreman, assistant foreman, and six mem-
bers. "

No. 7 has a driver, foreman, assistant foreman, and six members.
There has been added to this department the past year, one fire-
extinguisher wagon, equipped with ten fire extinguishers, three

hundred feet of one and one-half inch hose, with axes, rakes, lan-

terns, ete. This has proved a valuable auxiligry to this depart-
ment, so much so that an additional wagon wilq be located, early
in the spring, near Dover street. /
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The department, as now organized, has one chief, fourteen
assistant engineers, and a secretary, who are elected annually by
. cohcurrent vote of the City Council in the month of February or
March ; four hundred and fifty members, who are recommended by
the Board of Engineers, appointed by His Honor the Mayor, con-
firmed by the Board of Aldermen, and hold their positio.n as fire-
" men during good behavior. They are divided into thlrt'y-el_ght
companies, as follows: Twenty-one steam engine compa}nes, ten
horse hose companies, and seven hook and ladder c%mpnmes.
The Board of Engineers are assigned for duty by the chief in
the several fire districts. The following.table will show the

The expenses of the past year have been as follows: For sala-
ries of the members, as per vote of City Council, $206,931.84.
For the purchase of new apparatus, horses and harnesses,
$7,244.55. For the expense of the Committee on Fire Depart-
ment, $2,229.47. For the parade of the department upon the
anniversary of the settlement of Boston, $3,837.23. For appro-
priation made by the City Councl¥ for the relief of injured firemen,
$700.00. For the purchase of hose and repairing, 828,535.71.
For the use of water for the extinguishment of fires charged to
the appropriation of this department, as per vote of the City
Council, $60,350.00. For repairs on hydrants and reservoirs,

'$2,131.18. TFor the furnishing of supplies, such as fuel, gas, hay,

grain, oils, ete., $79,159.52.

The receipts of the department the past year for the sale of
manure, condemned hose, old material, and horses that became
unfit for service, amounts to $2,149.73, which has been pajd into
the City Treasurer. . L
