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PREAMBLE.

WE the Subscribers, influenced by a sense of so-
cial duty and the natural motive self-preservation,
do, for the more effectual assistance of each other,
when in distress by Fire, form ourselves into a So-
ciety, under the name and title of CITY FIRE
SOCIETY ; and promise a strict observance of

the followtng
RULES AND REGULATIONS.

ARTICLE FIRST.

This Society shall not consist of more than
twenty four Members, and shall be governed by
a President and Standing Committee. The
Standing Committee to consist of the President
for the time being, and four persons chosen at
large from the Society. These Officers shall
be chosen at the stated meeting in May by writ-
ten votes, and no choice shall take place until
a majority of the Society be present; and two
thirds of all the Members present, shall consti-
tute a choice.

ARTICLE SECOND.

It shall be the duty of the President to pre-
side at all meetings of the Society and Standing
Committee, and strictly to preserve order and
decorum. In the absence of the President the
oldest Member of the Standing Committee
shall preside. The duty of the Standing Com-
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mittee shall be to determine upon excuses of-
fered for the avoiding payment of fines; to call
special meetings of the Society, when in their
opinion it may be necessary; to make report at
the stated meeting in May of the affairs and funds
of the Society ; and to settle the accounts of the
Secretary. o
ARTICLE THIRD.

There shall be a Secretary chosen at the
state] meeting in May, in the like manner as the
President and Standing Committee, whose duty
shall be to keep a fair record of the proceedings
of the Society, and keep an account of all the
Receipts and Expenditurés, which shall be open
to the inspection of the Standing Committee ; to
make and collect all assesments, collect fines and
settle accounts; and read the Records of each
preceding meeting ; and deliver to his success-
or all the Books, Property, &c. that belong to
the Society within ten days—the remuneration
of his services shall be left to the Standing

Committee.

" ARTICLE FOURTH.
The stated meetings of this Society shall be \

held on the second Monday of each month, at
any Member’s house, who can make it convenij-
ent, in rotation (but never ata Public House)
for transacting the necessary business of the
Society, or for social conversation; and such
Member at whose house this Society is to
meet, shall notify the Society at least twen-
ty-four hours previous to said meeting; and
we agree never to introduce any refreshment
at our meetings more than Spirits and_Water, -

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with such fruits, of qur own canntry preduce, as
the season may admit. The annual cheice of
Officers shall take place 3t the stated meeting
in May. |

ARTICLE FIrTH.

Candidates may be admitted as Members by be-
ing proposed at a stated meeting, and the Secre-
tary shall notify the Members at the next stated
meeting, that such Candidate being proposed,
shall be balloted for ; and five sixths of the
ballots of the Members present shall constitute
achoice ; every Member so admitted, shall be up-
on the same footing as the original Members.

ARTICLE SIXFH.

Each Member on his admission shall furpish
himself with two Buckets and two Bags, in size
and uniform with those adopted by the Saciety,
and with one bed-key and one screw-driver. - If
he neglect so to furnish himself, within two
months from having been admitted, he shall for-
feit two dollars, and if not provided with said ar-
ticles in three month he shall not be ¢onsidered
a Member. Every Member of this Society shali
keep his Buckets, Bags, &c. in some copspicuous
plage, in his Store or Dwelling, which shall ne-
ver be used except in time of Fire, or he shall
forfeit twenty-five cents for each article.

ARTICLE SEVENTH.

It shall be the duty of Members at the alarm
of Fire to repair immediately to it, with their
Buckets, Bags, &c. and if the property of any
Member be in danger, they shall exert their ut-
most endeavours, under the direction of the per- .
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son Or persons 8o exposed, to assist him or themin
securing his or their effects. Any Member remov-
ing his abode or business, shall make known the
same to the Secretary in writing within six days,
or be subject to a fine of one dollar. Ifany Mem-
ber shall retire from the meeting without leave of
the President, he shall pay a fine of 25 cents.
Every Member shall constantly keep the Rules
and Regulations of this Society with the Mem-
bers’ names, places of abode and business, which
he shall bring at every quarterly meeting com-
plete, or be subject to a fine of twenty-five cents;
and if he lose or deface the same, or be defi-
" cient of any article necessary, he shall apply to
the Secretary and be again supplied, by paying
therefor. Any Member is at liberty to withdraw
his name from this Society, provided he pays a]l
that may be due from him, but shall not be en-
titled to any part of the Funds. No person except
a Member shall be admitted at any meeting.

ARTICLE EIGHTH.

If any Member lose a Bucket or Bag ata
fire, he shall make diligent search therefor, and.
if he should not recover the article, he shall
apply at the next stated meeting ; and if the
Society think proper the Secretary shall be re-
quested to furnish him forthwith. Also any essen-"- -
tial damage which may happen to the Buckets
or Bags of a Member at any fire, may be re-
paired at the Society’s expense by application
in like manner. '

ARTICLE NINTH.

. At every meeting of the Society the roll shall
be called at thirty minutes after the time ap-
