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EncINE House AND WaRD RooM, WarD 12.— Among the
buildings erected for city purposes during the past year, not the
least striking in appearance and convenience of plan, is the
structure on corner of Dorchester and Fourth streets which is
devoted to the uses of an Engine House and tenement for Fire-
men, a large Ward Room for Ward 12, two halls for various
purposes, and two Primary School-rooms for the district in
which the building is located. It measures on the plan about
52 feet by 76 feet, and comprises two stories and a French roof
above ground, and a basement T feet clear height, partly above
ground. It is divided in two parts lengthwise, from basement
to top of second story, by a brick wall; the first story on Fourth
Street side, is occupied by a Ward Room, with the exception of
a space at rear end for staircases up and down; the main
entrance to this room is from Dorchester Street; the room
