The company commanders are notified
that the day off period will begin at 9
2 m and end 2§ hours later. Meal pe-
riods will be-of one hour, the breakfast
hours to begin at 72 m and end at 10
a m. Dinner periods will begin at noon
and end at 3 p m, and supper periods
will begin at 5 p m and end at 8.
