Firehoat, Englne 47, h to be & memo-
rial to hoseman John P. Dowd, who
enlisted in the United States Naval
JRadlo Service during the big war and
‘dled a few months hefore the armistice
was signed. Fireman Dowd was at-
tached to Englne 28, B. F, D,, at the
time of his enlistment and was a rosi-
fent of South Boston.
