the force. And he was with husy com-
panies. To him fell his sh-re of dan-
gers and he never dodged them. °*

When the City of Bangor was burned
on the water front. and one of his com-
rades was knocked into the water from
an upper deck, Roose went after him
without waiting to shed rubber coat and
boots. So_ did another fireman, and
Councillor Lewis W, Sullivan.

At a fire in _the North End he was
cassed so_ badly that he went to the
hospital. 1t was not the first time. It
affected his mind and at times he was
very ill. The writer visited him more
than a1 year ago and the specialist
stated he was just on the border line
ot nsanity; a_prompt appeal to Mayor
Curley gave Roose the chance to re-
tire and save his mind.,

vt in the quiet of the country his
nerves go! better, his mind came back
to normal and he was again a well man.
The blast of the bugle called him.

Having been an aid to Gen Cole when
the Ilatter was Fire Commissioner, Roose
applied to him and was mustered into
the service. From time to time he has
been doing things abroad that brought
him into notice among his fellow-sol-
difers und the facts have trickled
through.

He has not been writing many letters,
but wnen he comes back, If he survives,
he will be able to pen some interesting
stories, beéeause in addition to his fire-
fignting abilities he has written stories
and published a book of verse.

In his last letter he says he has
adopted a couple of French orphans,
anl his friends think he may also bring
back a wife 10 care for them.
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
