Subjoined will be found 2 brief sketeh of the
engineers and foremen of the department, many
of themn grown gray In service, and the heroes of
many a hard-fought fire,

Chief Engineer William A, Groene
Willlam A, Green was born in Clarendon, Vi
ind joined the Boston firy department May 16,
1847, ohh Bostow, 15, Tn the year 1861, at the
fime of the reorganization, he was elected fore-
man and served i that capacity until 1856, when
he was obliged 1o leave the depariment, suffering
from a Severe altick of rheututism, —He rejotned
the service In February, 1308, and  was
elected nusistant engineer,  un ofitee which
rorresponds with the present district cugineers,
In 1860 he was employed by the underwriters as
superintengent of the protective departinent, ve-
tatning at the same time his oftice ol nssistant en-
gineer., In 1874 he 1esiened his position on the
protective department, and accepted the oflice of
chief enginecr of the Bosten tire deparfment,
sueceeding John 8. Damrell, which position he

now holds,
Chief Green has been present at all the large
fives in _the clty, and has probably run more des.

He was born in Charlestown in 1818, and
after attending the comwon schools for a thue,
went to wor k in 8 morroceo factory, where he re-
mained until he heeame a member of the fire de-
partient in 1836, as one of a company ou the
old-fashioned, hand b No. G of Roxbury.
Soon  atter  he became foreman of that
engine, which position he held for nine years, He
wits made assistant engineer of the Roxbury du-
partiment in 18556 and chilet in 18564, and remained
as such until Roabury was anneged to Boston, in
18068, At that time he was anade assistant engl-
neer of thie Roston departument, and put in charge
of Engiues 12, 17, 21 and 24, Hook and Ladder -
and 7 and Chemical 6, where he has ever sinee
been stationed.

was born in Doreliester in 1840, ana 18 conse-
quently 43 yems of age. }le has been connected
with the fire departinent in alinost continuous
service for the past twenty-five years, In 18566
Captain Hewins otgunized i volunteer company
to “run® in connectlon with the vegular compauy
of Torrent Engine, 3, Doeliester, e was con-
neeted with this company as foreman until 1862,
when he went 1o the war with the Yorty-sixth
Missuehusctts Vomnteers, returning ihe follow-
Tz year, at the thme of the reorgauzation of the
Doreliester departinent,  When the town was
annezed to nos{nu he beeame foreman of the uew
steatier compuny, and on the reorganization of
tho department in 1874 was appointed to his pres-
ent position, which he has sinee filled with marked
