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JOHN S. DAMRELL AT REST.

Impressive Services in Temple-St M
E. Church—Tender Tribute by
Sunday School Children,

In Forest Hills cemetery yesterday
afternoon the remains of John 8tan-
hope Damrell, who was chief of the
Boston fire department at the time of
the great fira In 1872, and who was con-
nected with other municipal depart-
mcnts for many years, were Interred
after Impressive services at the Temple-
st Methaodist Episcopal church, whero
tho departed had been a worshipper for
years.

City officials, prominent business men,
firemen of the past and present and del-
egations from the various rocletles with
which Mr Damrell was identified were
present, The edifice was crowded.

About noon the funeral cortege left
the resfdence, 22 Monument sq, Churles-
tbwn. [he escort comprised represen-
te tives of the Charlestown veteran flre-
men's association, Robert F. Denvir
commanding, and the Boston veterans
in charge of Pres John Taylor,

At 12:30 the funeral ceremonies be-
gan. After Rev Franklin Hamilton
had read the opening ;irayer he spoke of
the life of Mr Damrell.

Tollowing the church seryvice a dele-
gation of Boston commardery, K. T,
in command of Richard Atwood, con-
ducted the Masonic ritual. ‘The knights
asgembled about the pulpit, which was
covered with floral tributes, a large
crayon of Mr Damrell belng shown. As
they chanted the service there were
few dry eyes in the congregation. There
was music by the reguiar ghurch choir
and a Masonlc quartet.

‘fhe children of the Sunday school
with which Mr Damrell had been con-
nected for yeays, slowly filed by the
cctfin, over which they strewed cut
flowers. ‘This touching little incident
moved many in the church to tears, and
the children themselves showed thelr
emotion a8 they passed the vacant pew
